1. To be eligible, the applicant must be graduating from high school or enrolled in a college or
trade school. The applicant must be a resident of Bates County.

2. The applicant must be in 4-H or FFA. First preference will be given to agriculture oriented
applicants.

3. A great deal of emphasis will be weighed upon the applicant’s honest, involvement, and their
overall dedication to pursue their endeavor.

4. Consideration will be given to the applicant’s community, civic, academic and actual need for
financial assistance.

5. Each applicant will be required to provide three personal references that will submit letters of
recommendation. The references need to be a high school teacher, and any other member of
the community that is familiar with the applicant. The references may be sent with the
application.

6. The scholarship committee reserves the right to conduct personal interviews in the event that
more than two applicants score equally high on the application.

7. The scholarship will be given to two candidates that submit proof of their enroliment,
furthermore they may reapply each year if they haven’t previously won the scholarship

8. The deadline for all applications is June 1%. From these applications, one Scholarship of $500.00
will be awarded at the Bates County Fair.
