% Whet's Their Angle

The 8th grade class is in a geometry unit, and we just learned about the Triangle Sum Theorem and the Exterior Angles
Theorem of Triangles. Shown in the picture below, the students are doing an informal proof that the sum of the measure of the an-

gles of any triangle will always equal 180 degrees.

You can try this at home. Cut out a triangle, tear off two of the corners, and upon lining them up with the remaining corner,
you will always create a straight line, no matter what shape of triangle is used. The measure of the angle of a straight line is 180 de-
grees. Therefore, adding all three angles of a triangle together will always equal 180 degrees.
